It is most important to remember to ride within eve ryone’s riding ability. If you run
off and leave someone, they may stay on the ride, b ut they will not be happy

Their unhappiness The will result in not going on rides or
even drop from the group. Someone might even have a  n accident if they push to
keep up and it is more than their riding ability ca n handle. On the other hand, don't
be the one who gaps because you like to look around . You need to think about the
entire group and their safety.

How many miles you plan to ride before stopping sho uld be discussed between all

who are going on the ride or trip before you leave. Don’t be afraid to express how
many miles you can go before stopping. Some may hav e to take meds. When there
are different sizes of motorcycles, you need to keep in mind how often some need

to stop for fuel.

If you are going on an overnight trip you need to p lan your hotels and eating
places. If one person is planning the hotels and ea  ting places they should survey
what everyone likes and dislikes. An average hotel and an eatery that has a full

menu are the best. If you can’t come to an agreement plan m  ore than one place. |
