While doing research | found the following informatioteresting and thought the members would too
Below is an excerpt from the GWRRA Ohio District Mg&e, Motorist Awareness page by Brian and
Loretta Richards, District Motorist Awareness Cooatiar.

“One of the first issues I'd like to address is théennfiacus of our working together — the reporting of
MA activities that the chapter is involved in. Firatreally quick explanation, the reporting serves a very
significant and important function within GWRRA. To miain our 501©4 “Not For Profit” classification
by the IRS, we are required to show a major portioouofactivities geared towards education. Of course
we all recognize members have the opportunities foesgieat education from GWRRA through the
Rider Education Program (REP) with the courses and sevanailable, as well as the Leadership Train-
ing Program (LTP) with things like the Officer Cert#tion Program, the Horizon Program, and seminars.
It is important to remember and understand that themg#bon provided under MA is also considered
training and therefore equally significant to report.

Unfortunately, there is some confusion about wbasttutes MA and how it should be reported. There
is a very detailed explanation that we have all sedoré in one aspect or another, which can be comfusin
to some, so | hope to boil it down to its simplestrfoin a nutshell, if education/information is pre-
sented to fellow members, it falls under REP (for ridereducation), if it is provided to the general
public, it falls under MA . “

Fall Motorcycle Riding
Guest Author - Nancy Brotherton

The key to fall motorcycle riding is to become a weafbezcast addict, wear the proper riding clothing and gear, sl &ert for dangerous
physical and environmental conditions. Keeping yourself tunedhettotal weather forecast is important because you can pvédit gear to
wear and take with you. For example, in the Fall, you carel&aa ride at 11:00 a.m., 70 Degrees F but by 6:00 p.m., the setting, rain is
drizzling and the temperature has dropped to 50 degrees F. Ifdrtitdke a rain suit and only had a medium weight jacket, yosedtiag
yourself up for hypothermia.

Riding a motorcycle at 50 degrees F in the rain at 70 mph étiwind chill can feel like 38 degrees F and it cools your bemipérature so that
your core body temperature of 98.6 degrees F can fall rapigbothermia results when your core body temperature fallsi@odegrees F or
less. Your weight and health also affects how quickly hypotleecam set in. For example, people with thyroid problems or isitbeve a lower
tolerance to colder temperatures and can develop symptomsrghigkea person with no health issues.

Hypothermia is caused by extended exposure to cold temperat@resomp environment. Hypothermia is extremely dangerous whemayae
riding because the symptoms aren't always noticed until a letilsgake is made. Symptoms of mild hypothermia are: stungbinumbling,
changes in motor coordination, having to think about control plang missing gears, being wobbly at stops, hands mayestirtd stiff and
tight, and you may experience a slight shivering. If you expeei@ny of these symptoms, stop immediately and warm upu Kne wet, try to
dry off as best you can. Drink plenty of warm liquids and stalydtgd. Avoid alcohol and cigarettes, as they constricddflow. Stay in a warm
environment until you can ride without any of the above symptoms.

Proper gear can help prevent hypothermia. Wear layershofdiothing and consider investing in heated gear, such as a veatdiner or jacket.
Always ensure that your head is covered, as most body hegiessthrough the head. Waterproof boots and insulated glovesrarst. Carry a
rain suit so that if it should drizzle, you have protectiokeep you dry. A rain suit is also good insulation from thedwvhen worn over other
clothing. Remember that low lying areas, heavily woodedsar@nd areas by the water are usually colder than flatemdsess appropriately for
the areas you will be riding in. Also be aware that lowgdyareas by the water usually have fog rolling off of théewand can limit visibility.

Be aware of Fall hazardous motorcycle road conditions sushppery wet leaves on the roadway hiding potholes or sioks and heavy fog
reducing visibility. There is nothing like riding on a warmlFey under a canopy of swirling leaves. Remember that treatayshorter and you
will probably do more night riding. Make sure you wear visitighing that automobiles can see. Understanding your motergyair body, and
the environment will greatly increase your chances of atgrée in any weather. Dressing for success is not jugblis, but for a successful ride
as well.
