MOTORCYCLE SAFETY TIPS

Always wear protective gear when riding a motorcyctetéttive gear will reduce the severity
of injury if involved in a motorcycle crash. This pective gear includes a helmet, eye protection,
and durable clothing. Helmets should fit comfortably amebty and should be a DOT approved
helmet. Eye protection should be worn even if the mmytide has a front shield on it. Goggles
should be worn if the helmet does not have a facédski®thing should include the right shoes
or boots, gloves, and durable material clothing thdtaeil as a guard between you and the
pavement. A good choice of material is leather. N snt durable, but it also allows for
"sliding" on pavement should the driver or passenger lmdvied in a crash, rather than
"crumpling” on the pavement which increases the likelihof broken bones. Upper body cloth-
ing should be brightly colored or "reflective." Glovémsld be a non-slip material to allow for
proper grip on the controls.

Step 3

Before each ride, always do a visual check of the rogtta. Check lights, tires, brakes, turn
signals, oil, fuel, and mirrors.

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Step 4
Drive a motorcycle defensivleyto prevent accidents.

Drive defensively. Always assume that you are invasiMotorcyclists are difficult for other drivers to
see at times. Be especially alert at intersectidlgys check the rear view mirrors before changing
lanes or stopping. Always look ahead for any possibld daagers such as obstacles, slippery spots, or
wet surfaces, and potholes or ruts. When riding in tine itas best to drive in the tracks of vehicles in
front of you. Never follow too closely to the velgich front, and never ride in the blind spots of other
vehicles. Blind spots are to the left and right rearatficles. Use headlights both day and night to im-
prove your visibility. Never weave in and out of traffir drive on berms.

Step 5
Never consume alcohol while operating a motorcycle.

Never drive while under the influence of alcohol. Driyia motorcycle required more skill and coordina-
tion than required for a car or truck, and any amountcohal could impair a driver enough to signifi-
cantly decrease the drivers' ability to drive safely.

Step 6

When choosing a motorcycle, there are certain sadefyirements to consider. First, choose a motorcy-
cle that fits you. It should be a comfortable fit and yhould be able to reach the ground with both feet
when sitting on the motorcycle. Also, make sure youreanh all of the controls easily and comfortably.
The motorcycle you choose should not be too heawydorto push or pick up if it falls over. If you will
be carrying passengers, be sure the bike has a passesigand foot rests or foot pegs for the passen-
ger.
