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MOTORIST AWARENESS 
COORDINATORS 
 
Hello everyone, we hope you are 
having a great summer, and getting 
in lots of fun rides.  Loretta and I are 

privileged to be part of your new District Team, as the Assistant 
District Educators.  One of our responsibilities is as the Motorist 
Awareness (MA) Coordinator.  We will do our best to work 
closely with all chapter MAs (and Chapter Educators/Directors 
for those chapters that do not have an MA), to provide assis-
tance.  

One of the first issues I’d like to address is the main focus of our 
working together – the reporting of MA activities that the chapter 
is involved in.  First, a really quick explanation, the reporting 
serves a very significant and important function within GWRRA.  
To maintain our 501(c)4 “Not For Profit” classification by the IRS, 
we are required to show a major portion of our activities geared 
towards education.  Of course we all recognize members have 
the opportunities for some great education from GWRRA 
through the Rider Education Program (REP) with the courses 
and seminars available, as well as the Leadership Training Pro-
gram (LTP) with things like the Officer Certification Program, the 
Horizon Program, and seminars.  It is important to remember 
and understand that the information provided under MA is also 
considered training and therefore equally significant to report. 

Unfortunately, there is some confusion about what 
constitutes MA and how it should be reported.  
There is a very detailed explanation that we 
have all seen before in one aspect or another, 
which can be confusing to some, so I hope to 
boil it down to its simplest form.  In a nutshell, 
if education/information is presented to 
fellow members, it falls under REP (for rider 
education), if it is provided to the general pub-
lic, it falls under MA .   

MA education can be providing a table at a mall show where the 
public can stop, ask questions, pick up brochures, etc., or ar-
ranging with the local high school to give a talk at one of their 
Driver Education classes.  There are many ways we can get the 
word out to the public about motorcycles, GWRRA, etc., and 
these all fall under MA.  Events doing public (Motorist vs motor-
cyclist) awareness activities is what we ask be reported as MA 
training on the monthly reports, or shown on the monthly RE 
report as “Community Meetings” and “Community Meeting Par-
ticipants”.  The “Community Meetings” is a count of how many 
events you held in the reporting period, and the “Community 
Meeting Participants” is a total count of how many members of 
the general public attended the event, or stopped by to talk with 
you at the table, etc. 

As a reminder, those monthly reports are due to us by the 5th of 
the month following the month you are reporting about (August 
5th for the July report).  The email address to send the informa-
tion to is “ma@ohiogwrra.org”.  Anytime a Chapter has an MA 
event, it should be reported to the Chapter Educator to be in-
cluded on his/her monthly report and also reported through the 
Chapter MA Coordinator to the District MA Coordinator (us).  It 
has been noticed over the past years that some chapters’ news-
letters contained articles about MA events that the chapter had 
done, that was not subsequently reported on the RE monthly 
report.  It is important that we capture this information so please 
take the time to submit these reports. 

Hopefully this helps you understand MA and the reporting, and 
we look forward to working with you.  If you have any questions, 
problems, concerns, ideas, etc., please feel free to contact us, 
and we will do our best to help, to get you the information you 
need. 

Ride safe, and we hope to see you “on the road”.
